YOUTH ACADEMY PROGRAM 
Oakwood United is currently taking registration for our Youth Academy Program.  The Academy Soccer concept had been developed successfully in many parts of this country to develop young soccer players in their formative years. The Academy process allows players to properly develop their technical ability and learn important ball mastery skills. The Academy concept is based on the most current United States Youth Soccer Association recommendations for this age group and thus is developmentally appropriate.
Players will be grouped into teams that will train every Saturday morning with a qualified trainer. Once per week (Tue) the teams will meet to train with their designated coach/parent and games will be played among the teams on Thursday evenings. The small-sided 4v4 (no goalkeeper) games will maximize the quantity and quality of touches required to develop ball mastery skills. This process is specifically recommend by the United States Youth Soccer Association and is based on the “Best Practices” approach.
The Youth Academy Program will begin the week of Sept 6th and will continue for seven weeks (Tue., Thurs., and Sat.). All games and training will take place at Old River Park/NCR on Tuesday and Thursday evenings (6-7 PM) and on Saturday mornings (at varying times between 9-11 AM). To be eligible, your child must be in grades 1 or 2 in the 10-11 school year.  The cost of the program is $120 for new participants and $95 for returning players who will only require uniform shirts. The fee will cover in addition to club uniforms: field time, training equipment, training fees and referee fees.
To ensure quality the size of the program is limited to the number of committed parent/coaches.  Generous coaching training will be provided.  The deadline for fully paid registration is Sept 3rd, 2010.
Oakwood United is dedicated to the development of soccer in Dayton without regard to race, religion or socioeconomic status.  Financial assistance is available for those meeting need-based criteria.
