FIRST TOUCH PROGRAM

 (Ages 5-6)

Oakwood United is currently taking registration for our First Touch soccer program, which is affiliated with the Oakwood United Youth Academy Soccer Program. The Academy Soccer concept had been developed successfully in many parts of this country to develop young soccer players in their formative years.  The Academy process allows players to properly develop their technical ability with the ball in a developmentally appropriate environment. The First Touch Program is designed for the younger player and our goal is to introduce technical skills in a FUN, exciting, and developmentally appropriate environment. All participants will be involved in age appropriate training sessions and will have the opportunity to play in weekly 3v3 games (no goalkeeper). The sessions and games are based on the United States Youth Soccer Association’s “Best Practices” recommendations.
Players will be divided into groups each week and will train every Thursday evening from 6-7 PM and will play small-sided 3v3 games on Saturday mornings from 10-11 AM. The spring session will start September 9, 2010, and will continue for seven consecutive weeks.  As recommended by the United States Youth Soccer Association, the small-sided games and training sessions are designed to maximize the quantity and quality of touches needed to develop ball mastery.  This process provides the link that is currently missing in the training of many soccer players today and is done in a format that is fun for the kids and more importantly, is developmentally appropriate.
All training sessions and games will take place at Old River Park/NCR. To be eligible, your child must be between the ages of 5-6 (must turn 5 by September 1, 2010).  To ensure quality, the size of the program will be limited. The cost of the program is $45.00 and includes an Oakwood United tee-shirt. The deadline for fully paid registration is September 3, 2010.
